He was
named after Jim’s grandfather, who was named after former President James
Garfield.

Jim started drawing Garfie/d in 1978. The comic appeared in 41
newspapers in the United States. By 1983, Garfie/d had spread to 1,400
newspapers. It was published in seven different languages. In Sweden,
Garfield’s name is Gustaf.

In 2002, the Guinness Book of World Records said that Garfie/ld was the
most widely read comic strip in the world. In 2004, Garfield: The Movie was
released in theaters. There have been many Garfie/ld movies since then and

several Garfield television shows, too.
