READ ALOUD

While Reading: Make Connections
*  While reading the story, talk to your child about how the characters might be
feeling at different points in the story. Consider questions such as: "How do you
think the girl feels when she sees the osprey catching a fish?" or "Why do you think
the grandfather smiles when they see the stars at night?"

After Reading: Ask Questions

wherewould you go?

If your child enjoyed this book, consider:
* Take your child on a nature walk in a local park or reserve or plan a canoe
trip if possible. Encourage them to observe and appreciate the plants
and animals they encounter, just like the characters in the book.
