Our Purpose: The Thanksgiving bow! had many uses. What do you think the author's purpose was for writing this story?
Extending Our Thinking: Throughout the months the bow| was used in different ways. Using RIF's Create a Character, have

students think of a new way to use the bowl and explain how it would be helpful.
