BEFORE READING

Prior Knowledge: Ask students, “What are you thankful for?"
(Optional: think, pair, share)

DURING READING

Check for understanding & make connections:

* What do you notice about the girl?
* Do you share any of the things the girl is thankful for?
*  Why do you think it's important to be thankful, like the girl in the book?

AFTER READING

Our Purpose: The girl is thankful for many things in her life. What are some of the things the girl is thankful for?
Extending Our Thinking: The girl lists all the things she is thankful for. Using RIF's Writing Template, have students write what
they are thankful for and why.

* Encourage them to continue to discuss it and refer to it in other lessons and conversations.

* Let them explore more about the topic by reading other books with similar themes, structure, characters, or content.
