READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
*Ask your child “Why do you think saving the rainforest is important? ”

While Reading: Make Connections
e Why was it surprising for Margaret Lowman to become a scientist? Use details
from the story.
* How did Margaret first get interested in studying trees, and what was her first
method for climbing them?

*  What is transpiration? How do trees and plants help people by using carbon
dioxide and giving off oxygen?

After Reading: Ask Questions
*  What made Margaret Lowman a successful field biologist? What qualities or
actions helped her succeed?
