Before Reading: Build Background
* Discuss the topics of renewable energy sources & nonrenewable energy sources.

While Reading: Make Connections
* What conditions in a state help to explain what energy source will be most
available?
* How are natural resources and pollution connected in the USA?
* What are fossil fuels? Find examples of fossil fuels in the text.
* What is biomass energy?

After Reading: Ask Questions
» Create a chart that natural resources, such as timber/wood, oranges, apples,
wheat, corn, and more. Use a USA atlas that has natural resources listed for each
state. List the states in alphabetical order and list at least two (2) natural resources
