Before Reading: Build Background

that?”

While Reading: Make Connections
•   What do you see about the earth in the book?
•   How do the illustrations help you recognize the landforms, plants, and 
animals?
•   How is the Earth described throughout the story?

After Reading: Ask Questions
• Can you create a map showing the landforms you read about in the book? 

Label each one and think about how they are connected.
