READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
• Ask your child if they can tell you how plants need to be cared for.

While Reading: Make Connections
• What is the old man’s problem?
• Why is he having this problem?
• How was the old man able to solve his problem?

After Reading: Ask Questions
• How would you get others to help you solve the problem? 

RELATED ACTIVITIES

If your child enjoyed this book, consider:
• Thinking about a time in which they had to work hard to reach a goal. 

Encourage them to draw about their experience on paper.
