READ ALOUD
Before Reading: Build Background

• Ask, "Have you ever needed help from other people to do 
something big? What did you do together?"

While Reading: Make Connections
• What does the old man find in his garden? How big is it?
• Who comes to help pull the turnip? What do they all do 

together?
• Does the turnip come out? What happens when everyone 

works together?
After Reading: Ask Questions

• Ask, "What happens in the story? How do all the characters 
work together to pull out the turnip?"

Talk about how 
working together makes us stronger, just like the characters 
pulling the turnip!
