READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
• Ask, “What is a monastery, a viceroy, and molé?”

While Reading: Make Connections
• Think about a young boy, perhaps your age, working in the kitchen.

After Reading: Ask Questions
• Ask, "What did you learn from the story about helping with something that

perhaps you don’t think you can do at first?”
• Ask, “What did you learn about working hard and learning from mistakes?”
