paste: a soft, thick, 
wet mixture; usually 
a powder and a  
little liquid added 
together

recycling center:  
a place where old  
bottles, cans, paper, 
and other recyclables 
are taken and made 
into something new

soda: a sweet drink 
made out of  
flavoring and water 
with air bubbles

trash: garbage; old 
things that people 
don’t want anymore 
and throw away

village: a very small
