RELATED ACTIVITIES

SQUARE SUNCATCHER

Materials: crayons, wax paper, craft sticks, yarn, glue,
iron, butter knife, towel

Place a wax paper square on top of towel. Use butter
knife to grate pieces of old crayons onto the wax
paper. Place another wax paper square on top. Press
gently with a warm iron until crayon shavings melt.
Allow to cool. Glue four craft sticks over the edges
of the wax paper to make a frame. Attach a piece

of yarn to the back and hang near a sunny window.
Watch the sun come in through your suncatcher!
