0 A Madeline birthday cake (decorated with a picture of Madeline or the Eiffel Tower or the
French flag...or all of thoge!)
o Cupcakes

Activities:

Then tie a blindfold around their eyes, put some tape on the bows and see whose bow
ic clogest to where Genevieve wears hers.

Activities continued:

o Teach the children some fun French words. A list of simple French words is included.

o Learn “How to Draw Madeline™: Step-by-step instructions for how to draw Madeline are included in this
kit. The children will be amazed at how simple it is and so proud that they drew Madeline, just like Ludwig
Bemelmans! Be sure to print enough instruction sheets in advance and have plenty of drawing paper
and sharp crayons or markers on hand.
